I confess I'd completely forgotten about this!  The Douglas/Kearton question 

was still at the back of my mind but I'd forgotten that I'd never extracted 

these names for you - sorry!

From Christine's transcript of the early A'dale registers I have marriages:

13/6/1730 Cholmley Douglass to Mary Powdner

28/5/1732 Cholmley Douglass to Mary Pepper

28/5/1732 Francis Douglass to Elizabeth Coates

26/12/1745 Francis Douglass to Ann Scott

25/8/1764 Thomas Douglass to Margery Marriner (of Barningham)

23/1/1810 Thomas Douglas to Elizabeth Stones (wit. Jos Waggett, Thomas Gill) 

I think he may have later married Ann Peacock in 1833

7/5/1836 Hugh Douglas to Mary Hall (wit. Geo Coates, Mgt Coates)

Looking at her transcript of the baptisms I'm inclined to think that we're 

only looking at 5 men here, not 7, and that both Cholmley & Francis married 

twice.  Either that or the various couples were alternating their offspring, 

because there are no giveaway overlaps at all.  There are 32 baptisms so I'm 

pasting the whole lot in as a table below, having sorted them into some sort 

of order - don't forget to read the dates backwards as Christine is in 

Canada!

I hoped that the report might mention

a rough age for the farm, or possibly even say what was there before.

On the same topic, I'm following up some comments on a website about the

"new" Workhouse being built on the site of "an old mansion".  I'm still

waiting to hear from the Ripon Museum Trust what the source of the quote is,

but the piece of land in question is more or less where your DOUGLAS' were

living according to the deeds I have.

I was actually trying to look through our correspondence the other day as

I've recently been transcribing some local registers and have also been sent

the fruit of someone else's labours which continues further back with the

Arkengarthdale registers and the DOUGLAS family crop up in it occasionally.

I haven't looked in great detail yet but what caught my attention was the

name (or variations of the name!) Cholmondleigh.  A "Cholmley" DOUGLAS was

having children in A'dale from about 1730 - names were Ann, Cholmley, Mary,

Thomas, Francis, John and Martha.  My money is on "Chummy" sen being a son

of your Thomas and Martha.  I can't lay my hands on all the notes at the

moment, but surely there can't have been more than one family using that

combination of names!

I'm still clearing up after builders - hopefully I will eventually dig my

way back down to all my papers!
